INFORMATION: Human CD29 is the beta subunit of an integrin family of molecules expressed on diverse cell
types which function as the major receptors for extracellular matrix and as cell-cell adhesion molecules. CD29 can
form heterodimer pairs with at least nine different alpha subunits. Antibody 4B7R recognizes the CD29 integrin
subunit.

STORAGE CONDITIONS: Store at 2 - 50C. Do not freeze! Protect from light.

PRODUCT STABILITY: Product should retain activity for at least 12 months after shipping date when stored as
recommended. Ship Date:

BUFFER: 50 mM Sodium Phosphate pH 7.5, 500 mM Potassium Chloride, 150mM NaCl, 15% Glycerol, 0.2%
BSA, 0.04% NaNg3 (as a preservative).

PRODUCTION: Protein A purified antibody from tissue culture supernatant was conjugated to R-Phycoerythrin
through a sulfo-ester linkage. Unconjugated antibody was removed using size exclusion chromatography.
Antibody conjugate is at 0.5 mg/ml with an Aggs/Asg, ratio of 2.1.

PERFORMANCE: Five x 10° ficoll prepared human PBL per Binding of anti-CD29/PE to
