Relevance Identifies cytotoxic/suppressor T-cells that interact with MHC class I bearing
targets. CD8 is thought to play a role in the process of T-cell mediated killing.
CD8 alpha chains binds to class I MHC molecules alpha-3 domains.

Storage The shelf life is related to many factors, storage state, buffer ingredients,
storage temperature and the stability of the protein itself. Generally, the shelf life
of liquid form is 6 months at -20°C/-80°C. The shelf life of lyophilized form is 12
months at -20°C/-80°C.
